What are the responsibilities of the county  
superintendent?

Student services

County Superintendents provide instructional programs 
for students with unique needs including special educa-
tion for severely disabled students, court and commu-
nity schools for incarcerated and expelled youth, and 
programs for pregnant or parenting students. In addition, 
County Superintendents operate career and technical 
education, migrant education, outdoor education, and 
child care and child development programs.

Fiscal accountability

Assembly Bill 2756 (Chapter 52, Statutes of 2004) 
expanded and redefined County Superintendents’ fiscal 
oversight responsibilities. Although school districts are 
responsible for their own financial records, County Super-
intendents must review and approve district budgets and 
ongoing expenditure patterns before they are sent to the 
California Department of Education. In effect, County Su-
perintendents provide the fiscal safety net for all school 
districts in the state.

Curriculum and instruction

County Superintendents provide leadership and support 
to school districts to ensure continuous improvement of 
curriculum development, classroom instruction, student 
assessment, teacher preparation, and ongoing profes-
sional development to both certificated and classified 
personnel.

Administrative services

County Superintendents provide various levels of admin-
istrative and educational support services to small and 
mid-sized districts including supervision of instruction, 
attendance and health services programs, guidance ser-
vices, library services, training and education of prison-
ers, financial services, and cost-saving group purchasing 
programs.

Personnel services

County Superintendents monitor and review school 
district credential assignment practices to ensure valid 
credential status for certificated staff. County Superinten-
dents also assist with recruitment, selection, and reten-
tion efforts for classified, certificated, and management 
employees.

Technology and telecommunication services

County Superintendents have established and main-
tain an integrated voice, video and data link of existing 
technology networks. County offices of education play in 
integral role in developing, maintaining, coordinating, and 
supporting advanced, cost-effective technology delivery 
systems, services, and curricula that increase learn-
ing opportunities for students and expand professional 
development and information resources to teachers and 
administrators.

Looking toward the future

The statewide network of the 58 County Superintendents 
of Schools, created 150 years ago to ensure that every 
student had access to a free public education through 
creation of schools and districts, is now focused on ef-
fective, high quality, cost-efficient delivery of state and 
federal programs, initiatives, and services.

Facts & figures

•	County Superintendents of Schools are state constitu-
tional officers. In 1849, the position was established 
in the original California State Constitution as a duty of 
the county assessor. In 1852, the office of the County 
Superintendent of Schools was created by statute, and 
in 1856, it was made elective as a position of county 
government. In 1879, the revised California State Con-
stitution established the position of County Superin-
tendent of Schools as a constitutional office (Article IX, 
Section 3).

•	Fifty-three of the 58 County Superintendents are 
elected. In San Diego, Santa Clara, and Sacramento 
Counties, the County Superintendent is appointed by 
the County Board of Education. In Los Angeles County, 
the County Board of Supervisors appoints the County 
Superintendent. In San Francisco County, the appoint-
ed district superintendent is deemed to be the County 
Superintendent (under the authority of the County 
Board of Supervisors).

•	The County Superintendent and the County Board of 
Education, although individually elected and separately 
accountable to the people, are commonly known as 
the County Office of Education. (For the most part, the 
roles of the County Superintendent are distinct from 
the County Board of Education.)

•	There are seven single school district counties in Cali-
fornia as follows: Alpine, Amador, Del Norte, Mariposa, 
Plumas, San Francisco, and Sierra Counties.

Bylaws and Standing Rules
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ARTICLE I – NAME 

The name of this organization is the California County 
Boards of Education (CCBE); and shall be a section of 
the California School Boards Association (CSBA) as 
described in CSBA Standing Rule #252. 

ARTICLE II – PURPOSES 

The overall purposes of CCBE are: 

• To develop a structure to act on behalf of county boards 
of education. 

•	To promote and support public education in the state 
and the nation. 

•	To promote the individual and professional develop-
ment of county board members. 

•	To clarify the role of the county office of education as 
an effective unit of the educational system of the state. 

ARTICLE III – MEMBERSHIP 

Section 1 

Only member county boards shall hold active member-
ship. A county board shall be considered a member board 
upon commitment of payment in full of the annual CSBA 
membership dues and annual CCBE dues. A member 
county board shall be a part of the CSBA geographic 
region in which its county office is located. 

Section 2—Membership Dues 

The CCBE Board of Directors will establish a dues sched-
ule to support the governance and administration of the 
CCBE organization. 

A dues schedule for County Board membership in CSBA will 
be established by action of the CSBA Board of Directors. 

Section 3 

The term of membership shall be for the period com-
mencing July 1 and expiring on June 30. 

ARTICLE IV – MEETINGS OF MEMBER BOARDS 

Section 1 

There shall be at least two meetings of the CCBE mem-
bership per year, with date, time and place to be set by 
the Executive Committee. The annual membership meet-
ing shall be held in conjunction with the CSBA Annual 
Education Conference. 

Section 2 

Additional membership meetings may be called by the 
Board of Directors when deemed necessary, provided 
notice has been given thirty (30) days in advance. 

Section 3 

Member boards shall elect the officers of CCBE, elect a 
Director for their region, adopt bylaws, adopt the CCBE 
policies and positions and carry out other functions as 
defined in the Standing Rules. 

Section 4 

Voting representatives of at least twenty (20) member 
boards shall constitute a quorum at membership meet-
ings. 

Section 5 

There shall be one vote for each member board. Each 
member board shall select one of its members to be the 
board representative to vote at meetings of the CCBE 
membership. Any member of a county board may initiate 
action or participate in debate and discussion, but only 
the representatives may vote. 

ARTICLE V - BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

Section 1 

There shall be a Board of Directors composed of: 

a.	The Executive Committee. 

b.	Eighteen (18) delegate assembly members, who repre-
sent county boards, elected from the CSBA geographic 
regions. (Note: There are 24 CSBA geographic regions; 
however, the Los Angeles County delegate represents 
regions 21, 22, 23 and 24.) 

c.	Chairs of all committees and task forces. Committee 
chairs who are not directors will serve as ex-officio 
members without voting rights. 

d.	County Board members serving on the CSBA Board of 
Directors, including the CSBA County Boards Director-
at-Large. County Board members serving on the CSBA 
Board of Directors with the exception of the President 
of CCBE and the Director-at-Large will not be included 
in the determination of a quorum and serve as ad hoc 
members.

All of the above individuals (items a – d) must be mem-
bers of CSBA and of CCBE member boards. 
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Section 2 

Vacancies of regional delegate assembly members shall 
be filled by appointment of the CSBA regional Director 
upon recommendation of the County Board members of 
that region. Any director who fails to attend two consecu-
tive meetings of the CCBE Board of Directors without rea-
sonable cause may be removed from office by a majority 
vote of the county boards of that region. 

Section 3 

There shall be at least three (3) meetings during the year 
and special meetings upon call of the President or at the 
request of three (3) members of the Board of Directors. 
A majority of the members shall constitute a quorum. 
During the election year for CSBA Director(s)-at-Large, the 
President may, in lieu of a meeting, notify the CCBE Board 
Members either electronically or by mail of the Director-
at-Large candidates. The Board members will be asked 
to submit a vote to the CCBE Director with a copy to the 
President for the candidate to be endorsed by CCBE.

Section 4 

The Board of Directors shall act on behalf of CCBE mem-
bership between meetings. 

Section 5 

The Board of Directors shall adopt an annual budget for 
the organization, subject to review by the membership. 

Section 6 

The Board of Directors shall designate such committees 
as deemed necessary to carry on the work of CCBE. 

Section 7 

The Board of Directors shall adopt Standing Rules for the 
conduct of the organization’s business as deemed neces-
sary and shall disseminate these rules to the general 
membership. 

Section 8 

Members of the Board of Directors are responsible for 
communicating with the counties they represent about 
actions taken at CCBE Board of Director meetings and 
CSBA Delegate Assembly meetings. 

ARTICLE VI—OFFICERS AND THEIR ELECTION 

Section 1—Title and Qualifications for Office: 

The officers of CCBE shall be President, President-Elect, 
Vice-President, Secretary-Treasurer and Immediate Past 
President. Each of the elected officers shall be a member 
of a member board. 

Section 2 - Nominations for Officers 

a.	A Nominating Committee of five members representing 
at least three geographic regions shall be elected at 
the annual membership meeting. Four members shall 
be newly elected members. The fifth member shall be 
selected by the previous Nominating Committee as a 
carry-over member. Elections shall be by written ballot. 
Elections shall be by plurality. 

b.	The Committee shall meet immediately following the 
election to elect a chairperson and to set a date for 
meeting. The term of the committee shall be for one 
year commencing upon election. No member shall 
serve for more than two consecutive years. Current offi-
cers may not serve on the Nominating Committee. The 
Executive Committee may appoint a replacement in the 
event of non-participation of a committee member.

The Nominating Committee shall nominate candidates 
for the offices of President-Elect and Vice President, 
subject to procedures provided in the Standing Rules. 
The Committee’s report, with a summary of qualifications 
of the nominees, shall be submitted to the President and 
the Executive Board expediently after the close of the 
deadline for nominations. The slate of nominations along 
with all back-up materials shall be mailed or e-mailed to 
the membership at least thirty (30) days prior to the elec-
tion. At the annual meeting, the Committee shall present 
the slate of nominees for offices to be filled. Additional 
nominations may be made from the floor at the time of 
the report of the Nominating Committee. 

Section 3—Election of Officers 

Officers shall be elected by written ballot at the annual 
meeting. Officers shall be elected by a majority vote (one-
half plus one) of the voting representatives present at the 
time of election. If no one candidate receives a majority 
vote, a second ballot shall be required between the two 
candidates who received the most votes. The candidate 
receiving a majority shall be declared elected. No proxy 
votes will be accepted. (rev. 12/05)

Section 4—Terms of Office: 

a.	The term of office of each officer shall be for one year 
commencing immediately upon the close of the annual 
meeting. The President-Elect shall serve for one year 
and then shall automatically succeed to the office of 
President for the following year. 

b.	No officer shall hold more than one office concurrently. 
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Section 5—Duties of Officers: 

a.	The President shall:

1.	Preside at all meetings of the CCBE member-
ship, the Board of Directors, and the Executive 
Committee. 

2.	Be an ex-officio member of all committees except 
the Nominating Committee.

3.	Appoint the chairperson and members of commit-
tees and task forces.

4.	Serve as a member of the CSBA Board of Directors 
in accordance with CSBA Bylaws Article IV Section 
2 (b) and shall make reports to the CSBA 	
Board of Directors. The President shall report action 
taken by the CSBA Board of Directors at meetings 
of the CCBE Board of Directors and the CCBE gen-
eral membership. 

b.	The President-Elect shall: 

1.	Be an assistant to the President and, in the ab-
sence of the President shall assume the duties of 
that office. 

2.	Recommend to the CSBA President-Elect nominees 
to serve on the CSBA Legislative and Annual Con-
ference Committees.

c.	The Vice-President shall, at the direction of the 
President, perform such responsibilities as may be as-
signed. 

d.	The Immediate Past President shall serve as a 
Delegate-at-Large to CSBA Delegate Assembly for one 
year. (CSBA Bylaws Article III, Section 2 (a). 

Section 6—Filling of Vacancies: 

a.	Should the office of President become vacant, the 
President-Elect shall assume the office of President for 
the remainder of the unexpired term, as well as serving 
the following term as President. 

b.	Should the office of President-Elect become vacant 
for any reason, the Vice-President shall not succeed 
to the office of President-Elect for the unexpired term, 
although the Vice President shall perform all the duties 
of that office for the remainder of the year. The Board 
of Directors may, at its discretion, select a second 
Vice-President pro tempore who shall perform the du-
ties of the Vice-President for the remainder of the year. 

c.	Should the office of Vice-President become vacant for 
any reason, the Board of Directors may, at its discre-
tion, select a Vice-President pro tempore who shall per-
form the duties of the Vice-President for the remainder 
of the year. 

d.	Should the office of Secretary-Treasurer become 
vacant, the vacancy may be filled by appointment of the 
Executive Committee and ratified by the Board of Direc-
tors. 

e.	Should there be no one to succeed to the office of 
President at the general membership meeting due to 
a vacancy in the office of President-Elect, the current 
President may be nominated and elected to serve for a 
second term. 

Section 7—CSBA Director-at-Large

a.	Candidate to CSBA Director-at-Large 

The election for CSBA Director-at-Large, (county), is 
held at the Delegate Assembly meeting prior to the 
Annual Education Conference of the Association in 
odd-numbered years (CSBA Bylaws, Art. IV-4). Mem-
ber boards shall have the opportunity to nominate a 
candidate for CSBA Director-at-Large. CCBE Board of 
Directors shall select a candidate from those nominat-
ed. The selected member shall be endorsed by CCBE 
as a candidate for CSBA Director-at-Large to be elected 
at the CSBA Delegate Assembly meeting as per CSBA 
Bylaws, Art. IV-4.

b.	Nomination, Selection and Endorsement of a Candi-
date

The process for the nomination, selection and en-
dorsement of a candidate for CSBA Director-at-Large, 
(county) shall be:

1.	Nomination: 

Member boards shall send their nomination in writ-
ing according to the procedures specified in CCBE 
Standing Rule 702.

2.	Selection: 

The selection shall be made by the Board of Direc-
tors by special mail ballot no later than the fourth 
week after closing of nomination. 

The Candidate shall be selected by a majority 
vote (one-half plus one) of the voting CCBE Board 
members. 

If no one candidate receives a majority vote, a 
second ballot shall be required between the two 
candidates who received the most votes. The candi-
date receiving a majority shall be declared selected 
for endorsement.

3. Endorsement:

After the selection of the candidate to be endorsed, 
the President shall send a letter of recommenda-
tion to CSBA on behalf of the candidate prior to the 
close of CSBA nominations. (add 12/05)h
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c.	Election Procedures and Term of Office

The election of the CSBA Director-at-Large, (county), 
shall be during the CSBA Delegate Assembly meeting 
held prior to the Annual Education Conference of the 
Association in accordance with the procedures estab-
lished in CSBA’s Standing Rule 224 and the Candidate 
Code of Ethics in CSBA’s Standing Rule 226.

The term of the CSBA Director-at-Large shall be two 
years in accordance with CSBA Bylaws Article IV-5. 

d.	 Filling of Vacancies

The procedure to fill a vacancy for CSBA Director-at-
Large (county) is defined in CSBA Bylaws Article IV-9. 

e.	Duties of the CSBA Director-at-Large

The duties of the CSBA Director-at-Large (county) shall 
be as described in Article VII Section 5 of these By-
laws, and Standing Rule 157 (m), Executive Committee 
Duties and Responsibilities. 

ARTICLE VII - EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE 

Section 1 

There shall be an Executive Committee composed of the 
Officer of this organization, a Secretary-Treasurer, and the 
CSBA Director-at-Large - County Boards. (CSBA Bylaws, 
Article IV, Section 2a) Rev 12/02 

Section 2 

The Secretary-Treasurer shall be appointed by the Execu-
tive Committee and ratified by the Board of Directors for 
a two-year term of office. The Secretary-Treasurer shall be 
a member of a member board. The Secretary Treasurer 
shall maintain a record of the minutes of all meetings 
and present a proposed budget for the fiscal year. The 
Secretary-Treasurer shall periodically review the budget, 
monitor expenses, and present financial reports. The Sec-
retary-Treasurer shall perform such other duties as may 
be assigned by the Executive Committee. (add. 12/02) 

Section 3 

The Executive Committee shall transact business and act 
on behalf of the Board of Directors between meetings of 
the Board of Directors and shall report its actions to the 
Board of Directors. 

Section 4 

The Executive Committee shall meet at the call of the 
President or at the request of any two members of the 
Executive Committee. 

Section 5

The CSBA Director-at-Large shall serve as an effective 
two way communication link between CSBA and the 
County Offices of Education and shall communicate with 
CCBE Board of Directors regarding CSBA Board of Direc-
tor Meetings. The Director-at-Large shall serve as Chair of 
the Student Issues Conference Group relating to County 
Issues at the CSBA Annual Conference.

Section 6 

If the Immediate Past President holds an elected seat 
in CSBA or is no longer a member of a member board, a 
previous Past President may serve on the Delegate As-
sembly for one year. Add. 12/02 

ARTICLE VIII—PARLIAMENTARY AUTHORITY 

The most recent edition of Robert’s Rules of Order shall 
be the official parliamentary authority for the organization 
when not in conflict with these bylaws. 

ARTICLE IX—AMENDMENTS 

These bylaws may be amended only by vote of the gen-
eral membership. The Board of Directors, the Executive 
Committee, any CCBE committee or any member board 
may initiate amendments to these bylaws. A two-thirds 
vote of the voting representatives present and voting shall 
be required to approve amendments to these bylaws, 
provided that notice of the proposed amendments was 
mailed to members of each board at least thirty (30) days 
prior to the meeting. 

These bylaws may be amended at any general member-
ship meeting without prior notice by unanimous vote of 
those present and voting at the general membership 
meeting.

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0-900 | CALIFORNIA COUNTY BOARDS OF EDUCATION 
ORGANIZATION AND OPERATIONAL DIRECTIVES. 

Definitions 

The following definitions will prevail for purposes of 
interpretation in resolutions and motions of the Board of 
Directors and of all CCBE committees or task forces. 

1.	CCBE 

The initials “CCBE” shall mean the California County 
Boards of Education. 

2.	Bylaws 

CCBE shall be governed by its Bylaws which may be 
changed only as provided therein. No resolution, policy or 
directive or Standing Rule of CCBE may be in conflict with 
the Bylaws, and if in conflict, the Bylaws shall govern. 

3.	Standing Rules 

Standing Rules are administrative guidelines to imple-
ment provisions of the Bylaws. 

4.	Board of Directors or Board 

The term “Board of Directors” or “Board” refers to that 
body of duly elected Board Members meeting as a 
Board of Directors of the California County Boards of 
Education, Article V, Section 1. 

5. Resolution 

A resolution is a formal expression of opinion or purpose 
of CCBE. It is a vehicle by which members of CCBE may 
establish policy. Resolutions other than those amending 
the Bylaws or establishing policy shall be in effect for one 
year from the date of passage. Resolutions shall clearly 
indicate the action which is being sought. 

6. Policy 

A policy is a statement of purpose which describes in 
general terms the direction of CCBE as established by 
the General Membership. 

a. Policies indicate what is wanted and act as a guide 
for implementation by the Board of Directors, Ex-
ecutive Committee and CSBA staff. 

b. The General Membership shall establish proce-
dures for adoption and periodic review of policies. 

c. The Board of Directors may adopt interim policy 
that is not contrary to or inconsistent with policy 
adopted by the General Membership or CSBA poli-
cies. Board adopted policy shall be effective only 
until the next meeting of the General Membership 
unless then adopted by the General Membership. 

50-99 STANDING RULES FOR  
CCBE GENERAL MEMBERSHIP 

50 Authority 

The General Membership shall function under the author-
ity granted to it by the Bylaws of CSBA, Bylaws of CCBE, 
and these Standing Rules as adopted by the CCBE Board 
of Directors. It shall conduct its meetings under the 
provisions of the most recent edition of Roberts Rules of 
Order when the latter is not in conflict with the Bylaws or 
these Standing Rules. 

55 Agendas 

Agendas for the General Membership shall be prepared 
by the President of CCBE and staff. The agenda shall 
be sent to the membership in a timely manner before a 
scheduled meeting. Agenda items may be submitted to 
the President prior to the agenda distribution date for 
consideration. (rev. 5/05)

56 Duties and Responsibilities 

The General Membership shall have the following duties 
and responsibilities in the governance of the organization: 

a. Initiate, review, amend and adopt bylaws, policies, 
goals, objectives and resolutions of CCBE. 

b. Elect officers of CCBE, Article VI, Section 3. 

c. Elect the Nominating Committee, Article VI, Section 2. 

d. Review CCBE policies and Bylaws and adopt proce-
dures for periodic review and update.

e. Review CCBE procedures for adoption of resolutions 
and adopt procedural changes as required. 

100-149 | STANDING RULES FOR CCBE 		   
BOARD OF DIRECTORS 

101 | Authority 

The Board of Directors shall function under the authority 
granted in the Bylaws, these Standing Rules and under 
the provisions of the most recent edition of Roberts Rules 
of Order, when the latter is not in conflict with the Bylaws 
or these Standing Rules. 

107 | Agendas and Meetings

The agenda of the Board of Directors shall be prepared 
by the President, the Executive Committee and staff. The 
agenda shall be sent to the board members two weeks 
prior to the scheduled meeting.
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108 | Duties and Responsibilities 

The Board of Directors shall have the following duties and 
responsibilities in the governance of the organization: 

a.	Initiate, review and recommend bylaws, standing rules, 
policies, goals, objectives and resolutions. 

b.	Adopt an annual budget. 

c.	Initiate, amend, and ratify budget expenditures, pro-
grams and services within the adopted budget. 

d.	Adopt rules, regulations and standing rules for conduct-
ing CCBE business. 

e.	Select a candidate for CSBA Director-at-Large to be 
endorsed by CCBE. (rev 5/05) 

f.	 Ratify the appointments of the President, including all 
appointments to committees called for by these rules 
and all approved task forces.

g.	Recommend procedures for periodic review of bylaws, 
standing rules and policies. 

h.	Recommend procedures for adoption of resolutions. 

i.	 Direct the affairs of CCBE within CCBE policies and 
goals. 

j.	 Communicate and disseminate all information in a 
timely manner concerning CCBE business to all county 
board members within region represented. 

k.	Develop a means of communicating with all county 
board members about CCBE and CSBA activities and 
represent them at Board of Directors meetings. 

l.	 Advise CCBE of dates of meetings and activities within 
the region which may be of interest to other board 
members. 

m. Recruit county board membership in CSBA  
 and CCBE. 

n.	Encourage participation in state and federal legislative 
affairs networks by board members and attendance at 
CCBE and CSBA legislative networks conferences. 

150-199 | STANDING RULES FOR EXECUTIVE COMMIT-
TEE 

150 | Authority

The Executive Committee shall function under the author-
ity granted to it by the Bylaws of CCBE and these Stand-
ing Rules as adopted by the Board of Directors. 

155 | Meetings 

Meetings of the Executive Committee shall be at the 

call of the President as set forth in Article VII, Section 
3, of the Bylaws. Committee Chairs may be invited to 
attend meetings at the discretion of the President or two 
members of the Executive Committee to discuss specific 
items.

157 | Duties and Responsibilities 

The Executive Committee shall have the following duties 
and responsibilities in the governance of the organization: 

a.	Initiate, review and recommend bylaws, standing rules, 
policies, goals, objectives and resolutions. 

b.	Initiate and recommend the annual budget of CCBE.

c.	Initiate and approve programs and services within the 
budget. 

d.	Initiate and recommend new unbudgeted programs and 
services.

e.	Review expenditures and approve disbursement of 
CCBE’s funds within approved budget and present a 
financial report at each meeting of the Board of Direc-
tors. Be responsible for having the books reviewed and 
audited every year. CCBE will need to establish an audit 
committee. 

f.	 Initiate and recommend the time and place of CCBE’s 
Board of Directors and General Membership meetings. 

g.	Initiate meetings with representatives of other organiza-
tions. 

h.	Conduct an annual performance review of staff. (add 
12/05)

i.	 Review and approve for ratification all appointments of 
the President, including appointments to all commit-
tees called for by these rules and to all task forces. 
(Remove this because it needs to be under Board of 
Directors section: These appointments shall be review 
and approved by the Board of Directors.

j.	 The President shall preside at all meetings of CCBE, 
the Board of Directors, and the Executive Commit-
tee, and shall appoint chairpersons and members of 
committees except the Nominating Committee. The 
President shall serve as a member of the CSBA Board 
of Directors in accordance with CSBA’s Bylaws and 
shall report actions to the CCBE Board of Directors and 
membership. 

k.	The President-Elect shall be an assistant to the Presi-
dent, and in the absence of the President shall assume 
the duties of that office. The President-Elect shall 
recommend to the CSBA President-Elect nominees to 
serve on the CSBA Legislative and Annual Education 
Conference committees. (CCBE Bylaws, Article VI, Sec-
tion 5.) 
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l.	 The Vice-President shall attend to such duties as 
may be assigned by the President and shall serve on 
the Legislative Committee as liaison to the Executive 
Board. 

m. The Secretary-Treasurer shall maintain the minutes 
of all CCBE meetings and perform such duties as as-
signed by the President. The Secretary-Treasurer shall 
be responsible for maintaining financial reports for 
CCBE and shall review and approve all CCBE expenses. 

n.	The CSBA Director-at-Large shall assist CSBA in ad-
dressing critical issues which may have an impact on 
counties, serve as an effective two-way communica-
tion link between CSBA and county offices of educa-
tion and county school board members. The CSBA 
Director-at-Large shall present an annual report to the 
CCBE General Membership at the annual conference 
meeting. The CSBA Director-at-Large, shall attend all 
regularly scheduled meetings of both CSBA and CCBE. 
(Add 5/05)

o.	All members of the Executive Committee shall be ap-
pointed by the President to serve as liaisons to CCBE 
committees with the exception of the Nominating Com-
mittee (CCBE Standing Rule 221A). 

200-249 | STANDING RULES FOR  
COMMITTEES OR TASK FORCES

204 | Special Committees or Task Forces

Special committees or task forces may be created and 
terminated from time to time by the Board of Directors. 
The President shall appoint members to special commit-
tees and task forces subject to approval by the Executive 
Committee and ratification by the Board of Directors. 
CCBE staff is to work under the direction of the President.

211 | Committee or Task Force Standing Rules 

a.	Authority - Committees or task forces of CCBE shall 
function under these standing rules. 

b.	Members - The chairman and the members shall be 
appointed by the President, approved by the Executive 
Committee, and ratified by the Board of Directors. The 
chairman shall preside over the meetings. 

c.	Terms of Appointment - Terms of appointment shall be 
as established by the Board of Directors at the time of 
the creation of the committee or task force. Persons 
appointed to fill vacancies shall serve until completion 
of the term.

d.	No member shall serve on the same committee for 
more than two consecutive terms. 

e.	Item Budget Timeline

1. The Executive Committee will recommend a budget 
for approval to Board of Directors. 

2. The preparation of this budget is to be based on 
task force or committee planning that includes 
the anticipated number of meetings and expected 
outcomes. 

f.	 Committee or task force members are urged to attend 
all meetings. Task force or committee chairman will be 
asked to report periodically to the President regarding 
task force or committee member participation. The 
President will have the prerogative of replacing task 
force or committee members for non-attendance.

221 | Nominating Committee 

a.	Election of Committee. A Nominating Committee of 
five members representing at least three geographic 
regions shall be elected at the annual meeting. Four 
members of the committee shall be elected by plural-
ity. One carry-over member will be selected by the 
previous year’s committee. The Committee shall meet 
immediately following the election to elect a chairper-
son and to set a time for meeting. (Bylaws, Article VI, 
Section 2a.) 

b.	Duties. It shall be the duty of the Nominating Com-
mittee to nominate candidates for the offices to be 
filled. The committee’s report with a summary of 
qualifications of the nominees, shall be published 
and mailed to all CCBE members at least thirty (30) 
days prior to the election. At the annual meeting, the 
committee shall present the slate of nominees for 
offices to be filled, at which time nominations may be 
made from the floor.

 c. Deadline. Deadlines for nominations to be accepted 
will be set by Nominating Committee. Any extensions 
must be approved by the Nominating Committee and 
the Executive Committee (electronic or telephone ap-
proval permitted.) A mailing of any change will be sent 
to all CCBE members and to each county office. 

d.	Nominating Committee deliberations shall be confi-
dential, and attendance at meetings is limited to the 
elected members and staff. Members of the Nominat-
ing Committee shall not be considered for office. If 
such consideration is given, the person shall resign 
from the Nominating Committee. 

e.	The Nominating Committee shall select one of its 
members to serve as a carry- over member for the next 
year’s committee. 

f.	 No member shall serve more than two consecutive 
terms on the nominating committee and no member 
shall serve more than three times. Exceptions will be 
handled by Executive Committee. 	  
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300 | Historian 

A Historian may be appointed by the Executive Committee 
and ratified by the Board of Directors. 

a. Duties. It will be the responsibility of the Historian to 
research and preserve the articles of importance for 
the organization. 

320-349 | STAFF 

Paid staff to the General Membership and Board of 
Directors shall be approved by the Executive Committee. 
(Telephone approval permitted.) Duties shall be to: 

a.	Maintain complete and accurate minutes of the meet-
ings of the General Membership, Board of Directors 
and Executive Committee and publish the motions and 
essential parts thereof. 

b.	Process referrals and directives from the General 
Membership, Board of Directors and the Executive 
Committee. 

c.	Mail to the general membership in a timely manner all 
CCBE publications and meeting notices. 

d.	Such other duties as assigned by the Executive 
Committee. 

e.	Job Description of CCBE Director added as Addendum 
I. 

350-399 | CCBE FINANCE DIRECTIVES 

350 | Expenses of the Executive Committee 

a.	Expenses of the Executive Committee attending a 
scheduled Executive Committee meeting (Article VII, 
Sec. 3. CCBE Bylaws) shall be paid by CCBE. 

b.	Expenses of the Executive Committee attending CCBE 
Board of Director meetings shall be paid by the mem-
ber’s county office of education. 

c.	Expenses of the Executive Committee attending CCBE 
General Membership meetings shall be paid by the 
member’s county office of education.

d.	For a function requiring an Executive Committee mem-
ber to attend early: 

1.	Travel expenses shall be paid by the member’s 
county office of education. 

2.	Meals and lodging shall be paid by CCBE.

e.	All expenses must be turned in to CCBE within 60 days 
of an event in order to be reimbursed.

f.	 If a member’s county office of education is unable or 
refuses to pay the member’s expenses, claims may be 
submitted to the CCBE Board of Directors for consider-
ation.

351 | Expenses of the Board of Directors 

Expenses of directors attending Board of Director’s 
meetings shall be paid by the Director’s county office of 
education. If a member’s county office of education is 
unable or refuses to pay the member’s expenses, claims 
may be submitted to the CCBE Board of Directors for 
consideration. Meal expenses shall be paid by the county 
offices of education. 

352 | Expenses of CCBE Representatives  
and Committees or Task Forces 

Necessary travel expenses of the following shall be reim-
bursed by CCBE: 

a.	For CCBE officers while performing their duties. 

b.	For chairman and members of committees or task 
forces while carrying out assignments. 

c.	For members when asked to make a special presenta-
tion at a Board of Directors meeting which they would 
not normally be attending. 

d.	For staff members when authorized by the Executive 
Committee of CCBE. 

550-599 | RESEARCH, PUBLICATIONS  
AND COMMUNICATIONS 

571 | CCBE Publications 

The official publication of CCBE shall be The CORE. CCBE 
shall provide for communications media through which 
the membership and other interested parties may be 
kept informed of CCBE activities and reports. This could 
include a periodic newsletter or the Internet. Other com-
munications may be issued to meet specific needs. 

600-649 | RESOLUTIONS

603 | CCBE Resolution Procedures

a.	Initiation. Resolutions may be submitted by the Board 
of Directors, Executive Committee, any CCBE com-
mittee or task force, or any member board, and shall 
be postmarked no later than at least thirty (30) days 
prior to a General Membership meeting. They shall be 
reviewed by the Executive Committee and Board of 
Directors before being referred to the General Member-
ship. 
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b.	Purpose of Resolution. A resolution shall clearly indi-
cate the action which is being sought. This will include 
one of the following: 

1.	Request that CCBE amend its bylaws/policies/
standing rules as defined in the resolution. 

2.	Request that CSBA communicate with the execu-
tive or legislative branches of government, other 
governmental bodies or other appropriate entities 
as defined in the resolution. 

c.	Action on Receipt. The Executive Committee shall: 

1.	Determine if the format of the resolution is appro-
priate. 

2.	Acknowledge receipt of the resolution within fifteen 
(15) days of receipt, and refer it back to the county 
if it is not deemed to be in the appropriate format. 

3.	Review resolution to ascertain its effect on current 
bylaws, policies, or directives. 

4.	Refer the resolution to the Board of Directors and 
General Membership when appropriate as deter-
mined by the Board of Directors. 

5.	Thirty (30) days or more before a General Member-
ship meeting, inform member counties of resolu-
tions which will be considered by the General 
Membership. 

d.	Consideration of Resolutions. 

1.	Resolutions received by the Executive Committee 
at least thirty (30) prior to a meeting of General 
Membership may be considered at that meeting. 

2.	Resolutions received by the Executive Committee 
less than thirty (30) days prior to a meeting of the 
General Membership may be considered by the 
members at that meeting, upon approval by a two- 
thirds vote of the members to waive the thirty (30) 
days notice requirement. Resolutions submitted 
after the specified deadline shall be considered 
emergency resolutions and shall be accompanied 
by a statement of justification explaining failure to 
comply with the prescribed deadline. 

3.	A designated member of the submitting board, or 
another individual designated by the submitting 
board, may speak on behalf of the resolution, within 
the guidelines established by and with the approval 
of, the President. 

4.	Amendments to proposed resolutions shall be 
submitted in writing to the President. 

5.	At the time of consideration, the President will an-
nounce procedures and timelines implementation.

e.	Implementation. Upon adoption by the General Mem-
bership, a resolution shall be put into effect. Resolu-
tions amending bylaws or policy shall be implemented. 
Other resolutions shall be effective for one year. 

700-750 | CANDIDATES

701 | Candidates

Candidates nominated by the Nominating Committee, 
and prospective candidates who expect to be nominated 
from the floor of the CCBE annual General Membership 
meeting are expected to abide by the established pro-
cess as set forth in the CCBE Bylaws and Standing Rules. 

a.	The Nominating Committee shall notify candidates 
and the Executive Committee of their nominees for 
President-Elect, Vice President, and Secretary-Treasurer 
sixty (60) days before the election. The General Mem-
bership shall be notified when the agenda materials 
are mailed for the annual meeting at which the election 
takes place, or thirty (30) days prior to the election. All 
nominees may submit biographical data, an optional 
photo and a candidate statement to the Nomination 
Committee. All such materials will be mailed out to the 
general Membership thirty (30) days prior to the elec-
tion. 

b.	Any individual intending to have his/her name placed in 
nomination from the floor shall provide written notifi-
cation and shall submit biographical information, an 
optional photo, and candidate statement to the CCBE 
President not less than forty-five (45) days prior to the 
annual meeting at which the election takes place. The 
individual shall be advised of candidate requirements 
and related deadlines and shall have his/her materials 
included with the identified nominees mailing. 

c.	Any individual intending to have his/her name placed 
in nomination from the floor less than forty-five (45) 
days prior to the election shall be provided one set of 
labels of the membership at no charge. The proposed 
nominee may mail biographical information at his/her 
own expense. 

d.	Individual campaign activities such as statewide travel, 
election gimmicks, or other attention-getting devices 
are prohibited. 

e.	All candidates will be given five minutes to address the 
General Membership at the annual meeting. 

702 | CSBA Director-at-Large (county)

a.	California School Boards Association notifies the mem-
ber boards by August 1 in the odd-numbered years that 
nominations for CSBA Director-at-Large (county) are 
due. The nomination packets shall be received within 
60 days. 
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b.	All nominees must submit biographical and other data 

to CSBA in accordance with the CSBA timelines and 
bylaws. 

c.	The CCBE Director will obtain all nomination packets 
for Director-at-Large (county) candidates from CSBA by 
October 20. All such materials will be mailed out with a 
ballot to the CCBE Board of Directors by October 25 for 
their selection.

d.	The members of the Board of Directors shall mail their 
selection to the Director and the President of CCBE 
by November 7. The Director shall notify the Executive 
Committee and the Board of Directors and the candi-
dates of the voting results by November 12.

e.	The President shall write a letter of endorsement on 
behalf of CCBE for the selected candidate and send it 
to the candidate by November 15 for inclusion in the 
campaign packet.

f.	 The candidate shall abide by the same rules regarding 
campaign activities as specified in Standing Rule 701 
(d). (rev. 12/05)

750 | CCBE Policy Statements 

a.	It shall be the policy of California County Boards of 
Education (CCBE) to foster a cooperative spirit with the 
California County Superintendents Educational Ser-
vices Association (CCSESA) and to make use of every 
opportunity to pursue liaison activities which benefit 
county offices in general. 

b.	It shall be the policy of CCBE to send a welcome 
packet to newly elected or appointed county board 
members. The packet will include a CCBE Directory, 
latest issue of the CCBE Newsletter, and a welcome 
letter from the President. 

c.	It shall be the policy of CCBE to encourage CCBE 
members to fill out CSBA interest blank forms and 
submit names for CSBA committees and task forces. 
Further, it shall be the policy for CCBE leadership to 
recommend CCBE names to CSBA committees and 
task forces. 

d.	It shall be the policy of CCBE to encourage CCBE mem-
bers to participate in the CCBE and CSBA Legislative 
Conferences and to lobby their legislators on behalf of 
legislation that benefits all areas of education. 

e.	It shall be the policy of CCBE to endorse one candi-
date to serve as Director-at-Large, County Boards. (rev 
12/05)

f.	 It shall be the policy of CCBE, at the meeting of the 
CSBA Delegate Assembly prior to the Annual Confer-
ence, to recommend a county board member to serve 
on the CSBA Nominating Committee. 

g.	It shall be the policy of CCBE to respond to inquiries 
from member boards only.

ADDENDUM I

Job Description of CCBE Director

Responsibilities: Under direction from the Executive 
Committee and/or the President will represent CCBE at 
various meetings, events, task forces, and other events. 
Works with Executive Committee members to identify 
policy priorities and assists in the development of strate-
gies to pursue these priorities. Works on long-range 
planning to ensure that CCBE is meeting the needs of its 
constituents. 

Attends CCBE Executive Committee and Board of Director 
meetings. Assists committee members with meeting 
planning and logistics; travel and lodging arrangements; 
and on-site staffing. Assists committee members in 
the planning, managing, and evaluating conferences/
workshops including Legislative Conference and the 
Annual Joint Spring Conference. Assists committee 
members with content development, program design, 
program marketing, budget development and monitoring, 
speaker recruitment, conference scheduling and program 
oversight. Coordinates with the Legislative Committee 
the Outstanding Legislator of the Year Program. Tracks 
legislative bills. Prepares summary of bills for posting on 
web site in conjunction with the Legislative Committee.

Coordinates all correspondence and maintains the busi-
ness records for CCBE. Prepares the agendas and meet-
ing materials. Takes, transcribes, and distributes minutes 
of committee meetings. Provides follow-up coordination 
on agenda action items.

Identifies and tracks legislative issues that impact CCBE 
and/or county offices of education. Works closely with 
Legislative Committee members. Meets with legislators, 
legislative staff, and other community members on key 
issues as necessary. Serves as spokesperson for CCBE 
as necessary. 

Works with the Executive Committee to develop the CCBE 
budget and tracks expenditures to ensure compliance of 
approved budget. Coordinates with the California School 
Board Association (CSBA) staff to process billings, finan-
cials and general support. 

Is responsible for the implementation of CCBE publica-
tions; i.e. CORE and the CCBE Directory, etc. Implements 
the distribution of CCBE publications following Executive 
Committee approval. 

Skills, Knowledge, and Abilities: Critical thinking and plan-
ning skills. Must be able to work collaboratively with other 
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professional organizations. Excellent political acumen 
and sensitivity. Build strong community relations with a di-
verse population. Demonstrated customer service skills. 
Must possess excellent communication skills. Seeks 
to understand and accept the directive of the Executive 
Committee. Knowledge of and sensitivity to unique com-
munication styles of board members. Works effectively in 
a team-driven environment. 

Writing skills appropriate to compose concise and 
informative correspondence. Ensure all publications 
are professional and contain relevant text and visual 
information. Excellent editing and proofreading skills 
to read for accuracy and appropriateness of tone, im-
age, and feeling.

Excellent meeting planning skills. Facilitation skills to 
assist the completion of all items on meeting agendas by 
targeted closure time. 

Advanced technical skills especially computer specific 
skills to aid in the implementation of conference brochure 
development as well as the distribution of materials and 
accounting spread sheets. Advanced knowledge and 
experience with accounting theories and procedures. 

Special Conditions of Employment: BA/BS degree in 
Education, Government, Political Science or related field 
or equivalent education and/or experience and a mini-
mum of three years’ experience in education, legislative 
or other public agency settings, supporting executive 
committee members, coordinating meetings and plan-
ning special events. 

This is an exempt, confidential position. Employee must 
be able to maintain confidential communication and 
information. Vacations may be restricted due to opera-
tional priorities. Valid California driver’s license, proof of 
insurance and reliable transportation for use on CCBE 
business is required.
